Reported that one of the “new” LTI courses will be available at the state conference in March 2012.  The other course offered will be one that newer AD’s haven’t taken yet.

· NFHS/ASEP Coaching ED Report

Coaches Ed update: Get spring coach info on-line ASAP.  Schools are not listing coaches who are not certified.  All spring coaches were supposed to be listed on-line and have completed their mandatory certifications by May 1.  Proposed changes to the policy for next year.  Those changes include: all coaches must be certified in Fundamentals of Coaching, First Aid for Coaches and Concussion Management by Sep. 1 (Fall Coaches), Dec. 1 (Winter Coaches), and Apr. 1 (Spring Coaches).  The penalty for non-compliance is a $100 fine to the school for not entering coaches on-line by deadline date and also a $100 fine per coach not certified by deadline date.  Coaches will also be restricted from coaching until they are in compliance.
The motion was made by Mike O’Day and seconded by Dan Marlow to approve this change.  Motion passed unanimously.

· Activities Standard Report

Dan reported that no meeting had taken place since the last VSADA meeting.  The next scheduled committee meeting is Friday, May 13.
· VPA Report



Bob Johnson
Reported on the Concussion legislation recently passed.
Discussed the current index system.  A straw vote was taken in regard to swapping strength of schedule and won-loss record in the tie breaking order.  The vote was 23-12 in favor of the switch.  The index system currently in place will continue to be used.
Discussed spring weather issues and reminded members that playing 5-inning double headers was now allowed due to the high number of postponements earlier this spring.

Discussed tennis play date and tournament confusion.  It was decided that the last play date for tennis will be May 28.  Team pairings will be announced on May 30 along with other spring sports.  The individual tourney will be held on May 26 and 27.

Discussed 2012-13 calendar.

Alignment/Non-League Scheduling Proposal was discussed and hand out made available.  This proposal is a “rough draft” designed to generate input and discussion.  Contact Bob Johnson with thoughts and/or concerns.

· Topics for Discussion
All Star Selection and Notification: 
a recommendation was made to have all-star organizers report the names of selected athletes to the VSADA which in turn will forward those named to the state AD’s.  This way information is received by the schools before being reported to the media.  If a school has an issue with it’s player/players being selected, the organizers of that sports all-star contests can be notified and alternates can be selected.  If anyone has names and contact info for those in charge of organizing all star teams please forward that info to Pat Merriam or Kevin Riell.
Out of Season Coaching: 

Paid coaches are not allowed to coach their team members out of season during the school year.  Volunteer coaches and coaches on a $1.00 contract are exempt.  VSADA members voted 34-2 to approve this part of the policy.  During pre-season hockey clinics, no team coaches are allowed to participate if their team members are involved.  A note to all coaches: follow the Out of Season Coaching Policy!  Coaches who work in the profession of training athletes in individual sports are not included in this policy.  This motion was made by Tim Brown and seconded by Mike Norman and approved by the membership.
