2012/13 Calendar – suggested changes/modifications?  Earlier start for FH, XC, and SOC was incorporated.  Spring season is starting a week later.  Game dates will still correspond to previous season dates.
Mike Norman asked if there was discussion about changing the way football does pre-season.  Bob stated that this topic would need to go through the football committee before it would go to calendar committee.  Norman suggests that we should more closely align ourselves with the NCAA model…fewer practices per day over more days.

Vote to recommend approval of the proposed (one year) calendar – two schools not in favor of this calendar, all others in favor.

· Topics for Discussion
Student Leadership Conference – Dan Marlow/Melba Masse

Conference to be held at Sheraton Hotel in Burlington on November 14/15.  Proposed agenda provided.  Increasing costs are projected to leave us short this year unless we increase amount charged per athlete or make reductions to the program.  Suggestions to eliminate either lunch on first day or second day.  Elimination of buses (not going to St. Mike’s this year) will be offset by cost of “entertainment” held elsewhere.  
VSADA- Motion and second (Mike Norman/Jeanne Hulsen) to contribute $1000.  Approved unanimously.
Bob Johnson-VPA will contribute $2000 to this year’s conference.

Proposal to eliminate lunch on second day was recommended by solid majority.  Subsequent dissent pointed out that students/facilitators need time after Gerety’s presentation for discussion.
Proposal to establish a sliding scale for room cost depending on number of students per room.  Pros and Cons to this concept.  Room assignments will be done in the same manner as in the past…rate will be $130 per room.  
It is anticipated that MVL, CVL, and NVAC will make contributions at the same level as last year.

Scholar-Athlete Award presentation – Ed Hockenbury 
Nomination must use NIAAA registration form (NIAAA.org).  Two letters of recommendation (one must be from AD).  AD must be member of NIAAA for his/her athlete to go beyond state level.  Nominations must be turned in to Dave Rouselle NLT October 13.  Winners will be announced on Oct 21.  Readers will be Amy Molina, Keith Cieplicki, Eric Ramey, Chris Brigham, Joe Solomon.  Readers will have until Oct 18.  AD of recipient will hear from the committee with requirements.  Non-selected nominees will also be notified.  AD of recipient must notify Melba of how many additional dinner reservations are needed
